This money consists of a mill levy of 4 mills. The money must be spent for capital outlay items as identified in state statutes. Revenue in this fund cannot
be spent for operating expenses. Examples of expenditures include: Building Improvements, Computer Equipment, Vehicles, Architect and Contractor fees.

The state does not provide any money for special education until at least October 15 each year. There needs to be a reasonable balance in this fund in order

to operate for the first 3.5 months of the fiscal year.

Revenue in this fund is generated by a mill levy and is available for the payment of bond and interest. The majority of money will be used to pay principal
and interest payments in the fall of the fiscal year.
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
